Algorithm for Fall Risk Assessment & Interventions

Patient completes Stay Independent brochure
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Screen for falls and/or fall risk
Patient answers YES to any key question:

e Fell in past year? If YES ask,
- How many times? and,
- Were you injured?

NO to
all key
questions

e Feels unsteady when standing or walking?

e Worries about falling?

e 4 Stage Balance Test (optional)
