
Flu Vaccine Reporting
Follow the steps below to ensure your facility’s flu vaccines and declinations are up to date and captured correctly in the End-Stage Renal Disease 
Quality Reporting System (EQRS). This is the system used to report vaccinations to the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS), so it 
is important to make sure your facility receives credit for all vaccinations.

Review patient’s flu vaccine status in the facility electronic medical record (EMR)

Verify in EQRS that vaccine or 
declination reason is recorded 
correctly (see EQRS Influenza 

Dashboard)

No record of flu vaccine

Discuss with the patient the 
importance of receiving the flu 

vaccine (see MI tools)

Patient refuses
