Sepsis Awareness - Dialysis Jeopardy

Use this template to create a game for a fun way to help educate your patients about sepsis. Cut out the
game board pieces and assemble your board with the help of a patient.

How to Play
The gameis very much like the televised version of Jeopardy, with

answers presented on the game board and contestants responding with 2,',‘;‘,.'1?3;‘,.‘;

questions.

There are four categories: Under each category there are five clues 100

(phrased in answer form), increasing in value and difficulty.

» Thefirst team to go picks a category and point value amount. The
host then reads the clue. Contestants can raise their hand to give an 200
answer.

« Thefirst contestant to raise their hand must respond in the form of a 300
question. (What is dialysis? Who is a nephrologist?)

« Acorrectresponse earns the point value of the clue and the 400
opportunity to select the next clue from the board.

« Anincorrect response or afailure to raise your hand within the =i

10-second time limit deducts the point value of the clue from the team’s
score and gives any remaining opponent(s) the opportunity to raise
their hand and respond.

 Ifnone of the contestants gives a correct response, the host reads the correct response and the contestant who has most
recently given a correct response to a previous answer chooses the next answer.

» Play continues in this way until all the questions on the board have been played.

Note: You may need to adjust how you play this game to fit your facility’s needs.
